For each key stage the following time is allocated for curriculum music
· EYFS – Music is embedded in the curriculum and part of continuous provision. Nursery rhymes are sung and rhythms are clapped on a daily basis. Music in a constant component of the continuous provision
· Key Stage 1 -1 hour plus weekly singing assembly. 
· Key Stage 2 – 1 hour plus weekly singing assembly.
